COURSE DESCRIPTION  
Development of drawing, design, philosophical and criScal skills for making observaSonal and expressive works in 
drawing media.

Through individual and collaboraSve projects, exercises and sketchbook research, students parScipaSng in this 
class will be able to:  

● accurately represent percepSons in 2D format  
● make informed choices in representaSon to promote the communicaSon of content  
● apply knowledge of historic and contemporary sources in the development of content  
● use drawing and design skills to visually communicate abstract concepts  
● make informed choices in drawing tools and materials  
● apply a visual vocabulary of marks to achieve expressive outcomes  
● embody in criSque uses of representaSon and translaSon through historic and contemporary 

precedents  
● describe one’s own philosophy of drawing  
● criSque works based on technical, aestheSc, and philosophical consideraSons  
● be conversant in the embeddedness of drawing in all art pracSces

Project grades in this course are considered in the following way: 
 
A   4.0  ExcepSonal work, all criteria of assignment have been surpassed in a disSnguished manner and 
soluSons to problems presented exhibit a depth of understanding. In addiSon, student is engaged in excepSonal 
studio pracSce, which includes acSve research, looking up arSsts recommended, asking relevant quesSons about 
other arSsts’ works or ideas, and being thoroughly engaged in the course content.   
  



A-   3.67  Well-presented, superior work: all criteria of assignment were surpassed in a disSnguished 
manner (including excepSonal studio pracSce highlighted above). Minimal improvements could be made to the 
project overall.  
  
B+   3.33  Very good work: all criteria of assignment were surpassed, minor changes could be considered 
and executed to bring piece together and studio pracSce was excepSonal.  
  
B  3.0  Very good work: above average soluSons and clear potenSal. Most criteria of assignment were 
surpassed with some improvements to be made. ExecuSon was well done. Studio pracSce during the project was 
commendable.  
  
B-   2.67  Good work: most criteria of assignment were met. Work showed promise with a few significant 
improvements to be made. Studio pracSce was adequate.  
  
C+   2.33  Slightly above average: work, most of the criteria of the assignment were met. The work is not 
yet a unified whole or cohesive statement, yet effort was made. Studio pracSce was adequate, but could be more 
reflecSve and thoughoul. 
 
C  2.0    Average work: the assignment direcSons were followed and the requirements were met  
in a relaSvely rouSne way. Slippage in levels of crae, originality and presentaSon-studio pracSce was adequate, 
but could be more reflecSve and thoughoul.  
  
C-   2.67  Slightly below average work: the assignment direcSons were followed and the requirements were 
minimally met, but there is much room for developing concepts further. The level of crae and breadth and depth of 
idea development needs to be improved. There is some evidence of studio pracSce, but the quality and quanSty is 
lacking.  
  
D+   1.33  Below average work: an a^empt to solve the problem was made, but there is much room for 
improving skills and developing your concepts further. The criteria of the assignment are barely met. Basic 
craesmanship skills have been neglected and there is a lack of breadth and depth of idea development. There is 
minimal evidence of studio pracSce, but the quality and quanSty is lacking.  
  
D  1.0  Inadequate, below average work: the requirements of the assignment are not addressed. The 
execuSon of the work is careless and represents an incomplete effort. Work is substandard. There is li^le or no 
evidence of studio pracSce.  
  
D-   .67  Unacceptable work and effort: the requirements of the assignment are not addressed. The 
execuSon of the work is careless and represents an incomplete effort. Work is substandard. There is li^le or no 
evidence of studio pracSce.  
  
E   0  Unacceptable work and effort: the work submi^ed is inadequate; the requirements of the problem 
are not addressed. The piece represents careless and/ or incomplete effort. No evidence of studio pracSce. Work is 
substandard. Or, assignment was not submi^ed.

STUDIO USE  
Please read and respect studio use guidelines posted in classrooms. Do not pour solvents down sinks. FixaSve 
must be sprayed in the FAC 2nd Floor spray booth * NO excepSons. *Each student is responsible for assisSng in 
studio clean-up. Your instructor will assign you a duty at the end of each class. The classroom should be organized 
at the end of each class 10 minutes prior to the beginning of the next class with the help of all students enrolled in 
the course. No food or open drink containers are allowed in the studio.  
  
SHARED STUDIO  
Always leave the studio clean. Regardless of the condiSon you find it in, we request that you leave it clean 
for the next person. Remember to place all work in progress on the storage shelves. Leave the worktables 
clear and clean. This is a shared workspace, and we all need to be diligent together to keep it an 
immaculate and producSve environment.  

UF POLICY FOR IN-CLASS RECORDING  
“Students are allowed to record video or audio of class lectures. However, the purposes for which these 
recordings may be used are strictly controlled.
