Description 
Percussion Skills is a study of percussion pedagogy/literature in preparation for teaching public school music 
grades five through twelve.  The course is required of all instrumental music education majors, and can be 
taken by any music education major. 
 
Purpose 
The purpose of this course is to prepare music education majors for the complexities of teaching percussion 
in a public school setting.  All major areas of percussion pedagogy will be covered.

Concert Report 
You are required to attend one concert or a percussion/band rehearsal by an area public school music 
program and write about percussion instrumentation, techniques, etc.  Please comment on the things that 
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you observe as they relate to class discussion.  If attending a concert, please attend a concert in which you 
are not performing for your paper.  Acceptable UF concerts are Percussion Ensemble, Wind 
Ensemble/Symphonic Band, Orchestra, and Percussion Solo Recitals (full-length recitals).  This paper 
should be approximately two typed pages long (double-spaced). 
 
Article Review 
You are also required to write a review of an article or articles concerning some aspect of percussion 
pedagogy.  You should compare and contrast the information in the article with class material presented on 
that topic.  The Music Library contains issues of Percussive Notes.
