The class format simulates the production of a professional musical stage presentation 

with the addition of written assignments and hands-on theatre training. Students will 

rehearse the opera culminating in a public performance.  

 

The primary objective for the spring 2018 semester is to study, stage, and perform 

Rossini’s The Barber of Seville. Other scenes will be included for outreach productions. 

 

Course Objectives:  

1. To study the musical drama as a performer. 

2. To develop professional rehearsal skills, etiquette, and the ability to work well 

within a group. 

3. To improve the students’ stage confidence and movement. 

4.   To develop the individual’s ability to analyze characters, music, and libretti.
