Objectives	

• To	develop	and	reinforce	skills	such	as	dictation,	sight	singing,	rhythmic	sight	
reading,	meter,	and	notational	practice

and	their	interaction,	the	ability	to	employ	this	understanding	in	aural,	verbal,	and	
visual	analyses,	and	the	ability	to	take	aural	dictation.

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Exams	
Dictation	Exams:	Two	dictation	exams	will	be	given	over	the	course	of	the	semester.	
Students	should	be	able	to	aurally	understand	and	clearly	notate	musical	ideas.	Specifics	on	
these	will	be	covered	in	the	days/weeks	prior	to	the	exam	date.	
	
Sight	Singing	Exams:	Two	sight-singing	exams	will	be	administered	during	the	course	of	
the	semester.	These	will	be	given	one	on	one.	A	meeting	prior	to	these	exams,	students	will	
sign	up	for	a	time	to	meet	with	the	professor	for	5	minute	slots	to	take	the	sight	singing	
exams.	Students	will	not	be	graded	on	the	quality	of	their	voice	but	rather	the	accuracy	of	
the	notes	and	rhythms.	
	
Rhythm	Reading	Exams:	Similar	to	Sight	Singing	Exams,	except	will	only	focus	on	rhythms.		
	
	
Attendance	
Because	Aural	Skills	is	“hands-on”	it	is	important	that	students	attend	all	classes.
