Course Description: The Fine Arts Undergraduate Research course will provide students with an
opportunity for mentored research learning and experience.

Course Format and Content: Course activities will be defined by the instructor within the
meeting structure. Activities may include field research, literature review, reading, program
proposal, program implementation, data collection, data analysis, and writing.

Evaluation and Grades

This course is graded on an S/U basis. S grades will be assigned to students who consistently
attend the meetings and demonstrate significant involvement and achievement in the research

process. More than three unexcused absences will constitute a U grade.

100% of the final grade comes from attendance and active participation in the research meetings
and additional work, as assigned.

Students are expected to attend all meetings and to complete work as assigned throughout the
term. Students with more than three unexcused absences will not receive an S grade unless
provisions for completing all work as assigned are made with the instructor.
